3) Financial Report
Emily reported that the casino account balance is $88,087.80. The operating account is currently $9250.09. This includes the Christmas baskets that raised $2193.40 plus a $400 donation. $465 which was raised from VIP seating and parking. $115 was collected from Healthy Hunger for the last hot lunch. There are expenses pending for the pancake breakfast and Christmas baskets that are not included in the current operating account balance.

Emily made a motion to pay $126.69 to cover Christmas basket expenses from the operating account. Chris seconded. Carried.

4) Family Dance
Chris will help spearhead the dance. Christine will send out a Swift invite to contact Chris by Jan 19 if anyone is interested in volunteering. The date will be Feb 10, 1830-2030. Chris asked if we should focus on a theme. Ideas: Valentine dance, beach theme, glow bar, concessions, white out, door prizes, giant balloons, superhero, sports theme, space, farm, food, disco, royal, video game, colour dance, photo booth.
