6) New Business

Boomerang Lunch (garbage free lunches): Chris suggested we take a look at the Hot Lunch program and the garbage generated from it, and perhaps we do boomerang lunches in the week leading up to Hot Lunch.  Will look at options for in-house hot lunches like hot dogs. Christine suggested a Google Form to poll parents about options for hot lunches and see if we can generate some ideas and help make a decision about the future of hot lunches. Chris and Kate will put a Survey Monkey together to poll families. 

Staff Appreciation: Chris made a motion to spend up to $600 for a Staff Appreciation lunch on May 18, 2023. Amanda seconded. Carried.  

Grade Six Farewell: Kate asked about plans for the Grade Six farewell. Christine will send out the District guidelines. The guidelines include the following: It must be during the day. It is a school event, and not planned by SAC or families. It is not a graduation, but a celebration, and treated as such. There is a religious component. Typically it’s an afternoon event on the third last day of school. Hosted in the gym and run by the teachers. Kids provide a slide and there are snacks and refreshments. The trustee and parish priest are invited. Parents will be encouraged to help decorate the gym. Kate and Christine will discuss snacks as there are some left overs from the school dance. 


SAC Bylaws: The St. Mary SAC bylaws are out of date and need a lot of maintenance. Chris made a Motion to spend up to $350 for a SAC bylaw training workshop offered through the Alberta School Council Association from the ASCE grant that is available to us through ECSD to update SAC bylaws. Amanda seconded. Carried.
